
Smoothlands Hartland 
 

Smoothlands appears in the current North Devon guide (page 95) and is known for its hard route Hellbound. The 
Smoothlands Bay is approached via either Blagdon Farm or from Blegberry Farm. There are 4 main areas in the south 
side of the Bay. Hard Rock Wall area, The Whale, the Great Slab and the Junkyard. 
 

Hard Rock Wall 
Hard Rock Wall is the obvious slab seen from the coast path and is accessible 2-3 hours after high tide. This wall is 
Juggtastic with fantastic holds on all of the routes. All the routes are low in the grade but have been given benefit of the 
doubt due to the steep nature of the slab and the creativity needed to build a belay.   

 
Left to right. 
1 Run to the Hills, Mark Garland and Pete Greening VS4b 30ft 19/4/10. Climb the left broken arête. 
 
2 Long Road to Ruin, Mark Garland and Sebastian Garland VS4c 30ft Climb the crack into the niche right of the arête 
 
3 Stairway to Heaven, Mark Garland and Pete Greening VS4b 35ft 19/4/10 Climb the crack in the centre of the slab to 
the highest point 
 
4 Highway to Hell, Mark Garland and Pete Greening VS4b 30ft 19/4/10 Climb the left of the parallel cracks just right 
of the centre of the slab 
 
5 Kickstart my Heart, Pete Greening and Mark Garland VS4b 30ft 19/4/10 The right of the parallel cracks 
 
6 Nightrain, Mark Garland Solo S4b 20ft climb the short crack in the seaward end of the wall.

The Whale 
 
The Whale, the humpbacked ridge of rock slightly further down the beach. 

 

1,Psychosonic Cindy, Diff 25ft 19/4/10 Mark Garland, Solo. Climb the diagonal crack rising rightwards in the seaward 
end of the whale’s back. 
 

2, Lucy Lastic, Diff, 20ft 19/4/10 Pete Greening, Solo. Climb the diagonal crack 10ft right of Psychosonic Cindy. 
 

The Junkyard 
 

The Junkyard is the furthest area, and only accessible 
at low tide. It sits just beyond the huge main slab. It 
is a small 25ft slab with three obvious right to left 
diagonal cracks with Junkyard Angel starting in the 
large niche. The large corner just right is Cosmik 
Debris. 
 

1, Scrapyard Demon 30ft Severe 4a. Follow the first 
diagonal crack to the arête and then to the top. Mark 
Garland Solo 19/4/10 
 

2, Backyard Banshee 30ft HS 4a. Climb the slab to 
reach the second crack, follow the left and up the 
arête. Mark Garland Solo 19/4/10 
 

3, Junkyard Angel 30ft VS 4b/c. Climb through the 
niche to gain the third crack to the top. Pete Greening 
Solo 19/4/10 
 

4, Cosmik Debris 30ft V Dif. Climb the obvious 
corner immediately right of the Junkyard slab. Pete 
Greening Solo 19/4/10 
 
Further on from the slab is a broken boulder field, on 
the other side of this is a small quarts streaked slab, 
this has a thin right to left ramp, the ramp goes at V 
Diff, A Fist Full of Humbugs, 30ft, Pete Greening 
Solo 19/4/10
